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A typical Western approach for communicating a
set of ideas is by saying the main point first. In
other words, start with the most important idea
and then support it with other points and examples.
At last, a conclusion and perhaps a summary are
offered. If you hear the Japanese approach being
used, you may find that the first sentences given
contain background information and that the main
point is often not there at all.
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
